2013 IHBB European Championships – History Bee 
Round 1

1. This ruler established a system of local governments called zemstvos. This man’s political viewpoint sharply contrasted with that of his father, who suppressed the Decembrist Revolt. This czar granted most criminals the right to a trial by jury, but due to the inadequacy of his reforms he was assassinated by People’s Will in 1881, before he was able to establish a statewide duma. For the point, name this son of Nicholas I who gained his nickname “the Liberator” for freeing a class of Russian peasants.
ANSWER: Alexander II of Russia [or Aleksandr II Nikolaevich or Alexander the Liberator until mentioned]
2. The New Madrid area in the central United States is known for its susceptibility to these events, which injures the title character in Voltaire’s Candide. That event of this type took place in Lisbon in 1755, while the Great Kanto one of these did not do major damage to Frank Lloyd Wright’s Imperial Hotel.  San Francisco’s 1906 fire was caused by one of these, which occurred along the San Andreas Fault. For the point, name this type of geological event, measured on the Richter scale, that can really shake things up.

ANSWER: earthquakes
3. Henry I of England struggled with Pope Paschal II over this issue. One man who was excommunicated as a result of this practice later waited three days in the snow outside a castle in Canossa in order to receive absolution. This practice was ended as a result of the agreement made between Calixtus II and Holy Roman Emperor Henry V, the Concordat of Worms in 1122. For the point, name this practice of kings and feudal lords appointing clergymen, which caused a “controversy” in the Middle Ages.

ANSWER: lay investiture [prompt descriptive answers]

4. This man warned against the bread of Pharisees and Sadducees, and this man who once overturned the tables of money changers in a temple gave a speech containing the Beatitudes. He caused two thousand pigs to run away, and he also fed hundreds of men with a few fish and bread. For the point, name this man who was crucified and is considered the son of God by Christians.
ANSWER: Jesus Christ of Nazareth [accept either underlined part, accept Yasus]
5. In the last years of his reign, this man co-ruled with Smenkhkare. Meketaten, who died during childbirth, was one of this ruler’s 6 daughters. He began the Amarna period, during which he composed a Great Hymn to a certain deity. This eighteenth dynasty pharaoh was the husband of  Nefertiti and the father of Tutankhamun. For the point, name this pharaoh once known as Amenhotep IV, who took a new name after declaring a monotheistic belief in the god Aten.

ANSWER: Akhenaten [accept Amenhotep IV before mention]

6. Reginald Dyer was the leader of an event that gained popular support for this movement.  In addition to the Amritsar massacre, one figure in this movement led a march to the sea for salt. The success of this movement led to Muhammad Ali Jinnah founding a different state, Pakistan, after the partition. For the point, name this struggle against the British Raj that resulted in Jawaharlal Nehru becoming prime minister, led by Mahatma Gandhi.
ANSWER: Indian independence movement (accept “Amritsar” before mention)
7. János Bolyai was asked by his father not to study a proposition of this man which Giovanni Saccheri failed to prove using the Saccheri quadrilateral. That proposition is this man’s parallel postulate. He wrote the first known proof of the infinitude of primes, and he wrote a book which, from 5 axioms including that between any two points a line can be drawn, proves all of geometry. For the point, name this Greek author of The Elements.
ANSWER: Euclid of Alexandria [or Eukleides, accept “Euclid’s 5th axiom” or “parallel postulate” or similar answers early]
8. A speech given the night before this action ends by quoting the Battle Hymn of the Republic and the speaker mentions that “longevity has its place”.  The subject of this action had earlier delivered the “I’ve Been to the Mountaintop” speech, and prior to this action the subject had been preparing for dinner with Ralph Abernathy.  For the point, name this action that occurred at the Lorraine Motel in Memphis 1968, a crime attributed to James Earl Ray.
ANSWER: assassination of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
9. This city contains Freshkills Park, a park converted from the former largest landfill in the world. This home of Co-op City also contains Flushing Meadows Park, which houses the Unisphere and was built by Robert Moses.  Another location in this city has a section named Strawberry Fields and was designed by Frederick Law Olmsted.  For the point, name this city, home to the Chrysler Building as well as Central Park, both of which are located in Manhattan.
ANSWER: New York City
10. One composer from this nation wrote a Fantasia on a Theme of Thomas Tallis, while another from this nation wrote a piece called “Nimrod” for his Enigma Variations. Another composer from this country wrote a work based on Wilfred Owen poems about World War I, a War Requiem. This home country of (pr. RAFE) Ralph Vaughan Williams is also home to the composer of Pomp and Circumstance, Edward Elgar, and the composer of The Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra, Benjamin Britten. For the point, name this country whose King Henry VIII legendarily wrote “Greensleeves”.
ANSWER: Great Britain [or England, or United Kingdom or UK]
11. This speech coined the terms “salt of the earth” and “light of the world”. The Parable of the Lamp under a Bushel and the Parable of the Wise and Foolish builders appear at the end of this speech, which is featured in the book of Matthew. For the point identify this speech that begins “blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the kingdom of heaven” and is spoken by Jesus while on a mountainside.
ANSWER: Sermon on the Mount

12. A museum in Winton is devoted to this work whose words were written by Banjo Paterson. It tells the story of a man who jumps into a lake to avoid being arrested by four men while he is boiling a drink, after which his ghost can be found under a tree. This song earlier describes that swagman placing a jumbuck in his tucker bag near a coolibah tree. For the point, name this Australian bush ballad whose chorus uses the title woman’s name.
ANSWER: Waltzing Matilda
13. This man outlined Father and Son, King and Subject, and Husband and Wife as three of the five basic relationships in his school of thought. This author of The Spring and Autumn Annals was an early proponent of reciprocity which would later become known as the “Golden Rule”. Legalism would suppress this man’s namesake school of thought during the (pr. Chin) Qin Dynasty. For the point, name this author of the Analects, an early Chinese philosopher.

ANSWER:  Confucius

14. This King of England who was the target of the Popish plot founded the Royal Society and enacted the Navigation acts. He was defeated at the Battle of (pr. WOOSS-ter) Worcester, went into exile in the Netherlands, and his father was executed at Whitehall. For the point, name this English King who reestablished the English monarchy and who was succeeded by James II.

ANSWER: Charles II of England
15. The term “fifth column” developed from an event in this war. Manuel Azaña’s government, which was based in Valencia, was supported in this war by the International Brigade and the Abraham Lincoln brigade, but was defeated by a faction that was supported by the Carlists. That faction was founded by Jose Antonio Prima de Rivera and called the Falange. The city of Guernica was bombed during, for the point, what 1936-1939 war which installed Francisco Franco as the dictator of Spain?
ANSWER: Spanish Civil War
16. Johan Cruyff managed this club to success in the early 1990’s, which is now managed by that team’s holding midfielder. This club’s style of short passing and possession play, or tiki-taka, led them to victory in the Champions League victory in 2009 over Manchester United. The technique has been made possible by the midfield play of Xavi and Andres Iniesta. For the point, name this soccer club, coached by Pep Guardiola, featuring Lionel Messi that contests El Clásico with their rivals Real Madrid.
ANSWER: Futbol Club Barcelona [accept FC Barcelona or Barça]
17. This man was advised by the Four Doctors in a city where he called a diet to attempt to subjugate the people of Milan - Roncaglia. This man fought against the Lombard League at the Battle of Legnano. He established Paschal III as an anti-pope, and this German king who ruled the French region of Burgundy exhumed and canonized Charlemagne. This man died when he drowned in a river during the Third Crusade. For the point, name this Holy Roman Emperor whose nickname derives from his red beard.
ANSWER: Frederick I Barbarossa [or Frederick I or Kaiser Rotbart]
18. One man with this title once had a ring of fire surround his head while he was a slave, and the third man to hold it died of a divine lightning strike. The final man of this title who built a large sewer and a racetrack was Tarquin the Proud, whom Collatinus ousted following the Rape of Lucretia with Brutus. For the point, name this title held by men like Numa Pompilius and Romulus, who ruled Rome alone prior to the Republic.
ANSWER: King of Rome [accept monarch or rex in place of King, accept rex romae, rex romanus, or rex romanorum, do NOT accept “emperor,” “imperator,” or “dictator”]
19. This man’s successful presidential campaign saw an ad questioning weekend furlough passes given to Willie Horton. This man had a 90% approval rating at the end of the Gulf War, but was not reelected. He promised “Read my lips: no new taxes”, and then once elected, proceeded to raise taxes, which may have contributed to his defeat by Bill Clinton in the 1992 presidential campaign.  For the point, name this president whose son also served in the White House.
ANSWER: George Herbert Walker Bush [do not accept George W. Bush, prompt on “George Bush”, do NOT accept George Bush Sr., but do accept descriptive answers like “George Bush the first” or “The elder George Bush.”]

20. This organization is the subject of the Coen Brothers spoof Burn After Reading. Its creation was also the subject of the Robert DeNiro, Angelina Jolie, and Matt Damon film The Good Shepherd. An analyst from this organization is the protagonist of the movie Zero Dark Thirty. For ten points, name this organization for whom Felix Leiter works in the James Bond movies, the American counterpart of MI 6.
ANSWER: CIA or Central Intelligence Agency
21. This empire’s leader Maurice was deposed by Phocus while fighting Avars and Slavs. Keigan Krum was killed by Basil II, a ruler of this empire nicknamed the “Bulgar Slayer”. The Blues and Greens were the two main factions in the Nika Revolts which took place in the capital of this Empire and in one war, this empire’s general Narses succeeded Belisarius. For the point, what empire with rulers like Justinian ended in 1453 when Ottoman Turks sacked its capital at Constantinople?
ANSWER: Byzantine Empire [accept Byzantium or Eastern Roman Empire]
22. Under Genghis Khan, the Yassa functioned as one of these. Theodosius II began a nine-year committee to collect these entities in a work expanded upon by Justinian. An early Frankish one of these forbade women from ever becoming queen. The “Napoleonic” one of these is one of the first modern ones. “An eye for an eye” is a famous excerpt from one of these entities which was named after Hammurabi. For the point, name these entities which outline what is legal in a state.
ANSWER: law codes [accept laws or law codex or codices]
23. This theory is defined in the Minkowski space, and certain effects of this theory are governed by a factor named for Lorentz.  This theory was outlined in the annus mirabilis papers while its author was a patent clerk. Involving length contraction and time dilation, this theory also posits mass-energy equivalence. For the point, identify this scientific theory formulated by Albert Einstein that has special and general classifications.
ANSWER: (special) relativity [do not accept general relativity]
24. The triangle model of this phenomenon denotes built-in, cost-push and demand-pull as three types of it. As the money supply expands this phenomenon increases. The Phillips curve plots this against unemployment and the Consumer Price Index is used to measure it. The hyper form of this concept took place in Zimbabwe and the Weimar Republic. For the point, identify this economic phenomenon that sees an increase in price level over time, the opposite of deflation.
ANSWER: inflation
25. This man supported the execution of Michael Servetus for heresy. John Knox was inspired by his visit to a city led by this man to found Presbyterianism. He supported moral censorship including the banning of playing cards and dancing, which led Geneva to become a sort of theocracy. He wrote The Institutes of Christian Religion, in which he explains how only the elect will go to heaven. For the point, name this Reformation leader who preached predestination.
ANSWER: John Calvin [or Je(h)an Cauvin]

26. The levels of melanin in peppered moths were used to provide evidence for this concept, which was originally conceived of by Alfred Russell Wallace. This concept was formulated after the HMS Beagle stopped on the Galapagos Islands and the formulators study of finches. Explaining changes in genetic frequencies over time, for the point, name this concept, a fundamental mechanism of evolution.
ANSWER: natural selection [prompt on “evolution” until mentioned]
27. This man formed a secret police called the OVRA and he was rescued by Otto Skorzeny in the Gran Sasso Raid. This man was killed near Lake Como and was then hanged upside down at a gas station near Milan. He became a prime minister who “made the trains run on time” after he led 10,000 armed Blackshirts who were Fascists into Rome. For 10 points, name this prime minister of Italy during World War II.
ANSWER: Benito Amilcare Andrea Mussolini
28. Ibn Abu Madyan escaped this event which the flagellants tried to avoid by whipping themselves. This event spread by ship from Caffa, the site of Mongol biological warfare. Pope Clement VI surrounded himself with fires and tried to prevent others from burying Jews alive for supposedly causing this event which was seen as a sign of the Antichrist. For the point, name this event during which a disease marked by black swellings killed half of Europe.

ANSWER: The Black Death [accept Black Plague or Bubonic Plague or Big Death]
29. This monarch appointed Friedrich Wilhelm von Haugewitz, and the Treaty of Teschen was signed in this ruler’s country, ending the War of the Bavarian Succession. This ruler who gained power through the Pragmatic Sanction faced Frederick II’s invasion of Silesia and the beginning of the war of Austrian Succession in the first years of her reign. For the point, name this wife of Holy Roman Emperor Francis, an empress of Austria.
ANSWER: Maria Theresa Walburga Amalia Christina
30. In September 2012, the French magazine Closer was sued for publishing nude pictures of this figure. Jacintha Saldanha committed suicide after a hoax phone call to a hospital where this person was staying while she suffered from acute morning sickness. Her clothes’ effect upon British fashion has been described as her namesake “effect.” For the point, name this Duchess of Cambridge who in April 2011 married the British Prince William.
ANSWER: Catherine Elizabeth “Kate” (nee) Middleton [or Catherine, Duchess of Cambridge]
