2013 IHBB European Championships - Round 3
First Quarter
1. One movie about this event showed George W. Bush reading a book called “The Pet Goat” to children in an elementary school. Mohammed Atta helped plan this event which was responded to by the passage of the Patriot Act. For 10 points, name this event in which hijacked planes were flown into the Pentagon and World Trade Center.
ANSWER: September 11 attacks [accept 9/11 or other clear equivalents]
2. Rhea Silvia was the mother of this city’s legendary founders, one of whose men kidnapped the Sabine Women and had temples to Janus, Venus, Saturn, and Jupiter in this city’s Forum. For 10 points, name this city on seven hills founded by Romulus and Remus, the current capital of Italy.
ANSWER: Rome [or Roma; accept Romulus and Remus before “city”]
3. In this conflict, Sweden won the Battle of Wittstock under Johann Baner. Its fighting ended with the capture of Prague, which is where this war began with a “Second Defenestration”. For 10 points, name this war fought from 1618 to 1648 ended by the Peace of Westphalia.
ANSWER: 30 Years’ War
4. This time period saw the Flight to Varennes and the September Massacres. Georges Danton helped lead this effort which led to the Thermidorian Reaction and the Reign of Terror. For 10 points, name this event where Maximilien Robespierre and the people overthrew Louis XVI.
ANSWER: French Revolution
5. Battles in this war include the Battle of the Wilderness and the Battle of Shiloh. After Antietam, the Emancipation Proclamation declared a goal for this war which began with firing at Fort Sumter. For 10 points, name this war fought in the USA between the South and the North.
ANSWER: American Civil War
6. Early examples of these machines include the ENIAC and the UNIVAC. The behavior of these devices can be modeled by a Turing Machine, and instructions for them can be written in APL, Fortran, BASIC, C, or Java. For 10 points, name these algorithm-performing devices which are produced by such companies as Hewlett-Packard and Apple.
ANSWER: Computers
7. This island’s conflicts were addressed in the Annan plan, and in 2009 a wall came down that divided Ledra Street in this island’s largest city. A 1974 coup replaced Makarios III in an attempt at enosis, this island’s union with a nearby country, but that was thwarted with a Turkish invasion. For ten points, name this Mediterranean island with Greek and Turkish halves.

ANSWER: Cyprus
8. This work features a “symphony within a symphony” in its fourth movement. Its most famous section features a chorus singing a setting of a poem by Friedrich Schiller. For 10 points, name this final symphony by Ludwig von Beethoven which contains the Ode to Joy.
ANSWER: Symphony no. 9 [or Choral Symphony, or opus 125, accept Beethoven’s Ninth or other equivalents]
9. This man, who currently represents the Kirkcaldy and Cowdenbeath Constituency, was the longest-serving modern-era Chancellor of the Exchequer. This man served as his party’s leader between Tony Blair and Ed Miliband. For ten points, name this Labor Party British Prime Minister from Scotland, predecessor to David Cameron.

ANSWER: (James) Gordon Brown
10. The USA won its first men’s gold medal in decades in this sport in the 2010 Olympics in Vancouver with the help of a piece of equipment known as the “night train.” This sport was originally popularized by British visitors to St. Moritz in Switzerland, and tracks for it exist in only about 10 countries. For ten points, name this winter Olympics sport which had a famous team from Jamaica compete in it in 1988.

ANSWER: Bobsled or Bobsleigh
Second Quarter
1. This system involved the acquisition of allods by certain people. In this system, castellans were those who wielded the “ban,” or the powers of taxation. This system of vassalage includes the ownership of fiefs on manors. For 10 points, name this social system of Medieval Europe which involves lords distributing land to knights and serfs or peasants.
ANSWER: Feudalism [accept manorialism]
BONUS: Feudalism also featured what code of conduct for knights which includes the Peace of God, an order for knights to defend Churches?
ANSWER: Chivalry [or Chivalric Code]
2. Though it is not India, a voting law in this country’s town of Natal was opposed by Gandhi. This country has capitals at Bloemfontein and Pretoria, and F.W de Klerk was its last white president, succeeded by 1993 Nobel Peace Prize winner Nelson Mandela. For 10 points, name this African country once torn by apartheid, home to the 2010 World Cup.
ANSWER: Republic of South Africa
BONUS: During the 2010 World Cup, South Africa became infamous for its use of what long instrument which was generally viewed as highly annoying?
ANSWER: Vuvuzela [or lepatata mambu]
3. Peter Fechter was left to die after being shot on this structure. In a speech from the Brandenburg Gate, Ronald Reagan asked “Mr. Gorbachev” to “tear down” this structure. JFK’s speech supposedly calling himself a Jelly Doughnut, his “Ich bin ein Berliner” speech, was about, for 10 points, what “iron curtain” which divided East and West Berlin?
ANSWER: Berlin Wall or Berliner Mauer
BONUS: East Berlin was supplied with food and other necessities during a blockade through what process by which the Allies sent 1,354 tons of supplies daily to those starving in the city?
ANSWER: Berlin Airlift
4. Sabina Began claims that she is the source of the naming of these events. A Moroccan belly dancer name Karima El-Mahroug.recently admitted to lying about the details of these events. For 10 points, give the name of the parties that were hosted at the villa of former Italian Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi
ANSWER: bunga bunga parties [accept Berlusconi’s sex parties or anything similar before “Berlusconi” is mentioned]
BONUS: Karima El-Mahroug was known by what nickname derived from the name of a precious gem? 
ANSWER: Ruby the Heart Stealer [accept Ruby Rubacuori]
5. This religious sect believes that Nephi built a boat to sail from the Middle East to the Americas. The group was temporarily based in Nauvoo, Illinois, where its leader held a large private army. It also settled in Zion before arriving at Salt Lake City, Utah. For 10 points, name this religious sect with leaders like Brigham Young and Joseph Smith.
ANSWER: Mormonism [accept Mormons or The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints Movement]
BONUS: Mormons no longer support what illegal marital practice which Joseph Smith and others practiced publicly until Brigham Young received a new revelation about it?
ANSWER: polygamy [accept descriptions like “having a lot of wives”]
6. In 2008 this team broke a transfer payment record by buying Josh Childress. One of this team’s star players became the 2nd player to win 3 Final Four MVP awards, Vassilis Spanoulis. For 10 points, name this Greek basketball team that won the Euroleague title in 2012 and 2013.
ANSWER: Olympiacos BC [accept Olympiacos Piraeus]
BONUS:  Which 2010 Greek League Coach of the Year became the first Greek coach to ever win a Euroleague title in 2013

ANSWER: Georgios Bartzokas
7. This country has been home to a recent Naxalite rebellion in its state of Odisha. Jim Corbett is the namesake of a famous national park and tiger reserve in this country, also home to the an infamous Union Carbide plant in its city of Bhopal. The Brahmaputra and Ganges rivers run through, for 10 points, what nation on a subcontinent with Pakistan and Bangladesh with capital at New Delhi?
ANSWER: Republic of India [or Bhārat Gaṇarājya]
BONUS: What disputed region on the border of India and Pakistan has been the site of a number of wars, including a brief one in 1999?
ANSWER: Kashmir
8. One theory related to this event involves a man in a “grassy knoll.” The Warren Commission investigated this event, supporting a “magic bullet” hypothesis and also claiming that there was only a single shooter. Lyndon Johnson became president after, for 10 points, what crime committed in Dallas in 1963 by Lee Harvey Oswald?
ANSWER: JFK Assassination [or The Assassination of John Fitzgerald “Jack” Kennedy]
BONUS: What man, whom conspiracy theorists claim may have been working with Lee Harvey Oswald, shot and killed Oswald two days after the JFK assassination?
ANSWER: Jack Ruby [or Jack Leon Rubenstein]

The subject of this event named as his successor a member of the Second Triumvirate, (*) Octavian, who would be known as Augustus Caesar. For 10 points, Cassius and Brutus led what action in which a Roman dictator was killed on the Ides of March, 44 BC?
ANSWER: The Assassination of Gaius Julius Caesar [accept clear equivalents]
3. This empire was defeated in a battle where Miguel de Cervantes lost an arm fighting on the side of the Holy League.  Prior the naval Battle of (+) Lepanto, this empire expanded into Europe until being stopped at the Siege of Vienna.  This empire was nicknamed “the sick man of Europe” prior to World War I, and was once led by a ruler nicknamed “the (*) Lawgiver”.  For 10 points, name this empire led by Suleiman with its capital at the present-day site of Istanbul.
ANSWER: Ottoman Empire [accept Turkish Empire of Turkey]
4. Constantinople was conquered and replaced by a Latin Empire by the fourth of these events.  The (+) first of these responded to the threat from the Seljuk turks to settlements around Syria, which would later be reconquered by Saladin. Pope (*) Urban II’s responded to Alexius I Comnenus’ call for help to cause the first of, for 10 points, what events which attempted to reclaim the Holy Land?
ANSWER: Crusades [accept Fourth Crusade before “first”]
5. This man was aided by Cassini in a trial where evidence from the Book of Joshua that the sun stood still was used against him. He dropped (+) two balls of different masses from the leaning tower of Pisa in one experiment. This author of Dialogue Concerning the Two Chief World Systems found support for (*) heliocentrism using his improved telescope. For 10 points, what Italian scientist was persecuted for claiming that the Earth revolves around the Sun?
ANSWER: Galileo Galilei
6. As a result of this battle, Jean-Henri Dunant’s experiences helped bring about the Geneva Conventions. One side in this battle had reformed their military under Josef Radetsky who had died a year earlier.(+) The uninspired tactics in this battle were a result of commanders on both sides being reigning monarchs (*) Napoleon III and Franz-Josef I. For 10 points, Victor Emmanuel II defeated Austria at what battle, a key victory for Italian Unification?
ANSWER: Battle of Solferino [or Battle of Solferino and San Martino] 
7. This man was accused of casting a live model in one of his sculptures and in another of his works, six nobles are preparing to be executed. He depicted (+) Francesca da Rimini and Paolo Malatesta from Dante’s Inferno embracing in one work. This artist of The (*) Age of Bronze and The Burghers of Calais also sculpted a man sitting with his chin on his knuckles in a contemplative pose. For 10 points, name this French sculptor of The Kiss and The Thinker.
ANSWER: Auguste Rodin
8. A druggist named Mr. Gower accidentally fills a prescription with poison in this movie, and  one scene from this movie sees $8,000 lost inside a (+) newspaper.  This Frank Capra movie sees Martini lose his bar when Bedford Falls is corrupted by Jeremiah Potter.  Clarence the (*) angel saves George Bailey from suicide by showing him what life would have been like if he had never been born in, for 10 points, what movie traditionally played on Christmas Eve?
ANSWER: It’s A Wonderful Life
