First Quarter
1. This man, who served in Dresden during the Cold War as an intelligence operative, changed his country’s constitution to allow him to seek a third term in his current post. This man has been the target of criticism from “oligarchs” such as Mikhail Khodorkovsky. For 10 points, name this ex-KGB agent who succeeded Dmitri Medvedev as President of Russia.
ANSWER: Vladimir Putin
2. This company was founded to make a card game called Hanafuda. Its first console in Japan was the Famicom, and this company also created the handheld Game and Watch. For 10 points, name this Japanese electronics company known for the Wii console and the Mario video games.
ANSWER: Nintendo
3. A CIA-supported coup overthrew Juan Bosch in this country. Earlier, a dictator had returned here from France when his father, who perpetrated the Parsley massacres, was killed. Rafael Trujillo was dictator of, for 10 points, what Carribean country which shares the island of Hispaniola with Haiti?
ANSWER: Dominican Republic [accept DR]
4. This man surrendered at Fort Necessity during the French and Indian War. He later led a retreat in the Battle of New York, and this general who was victorious at Trenton once camped at Valley Forge. For 10 points, name this Commander-in-Chief of the Continental Army during the American Revolution.
ANSWER: George Washington
5. This man instituted the “Continental System” to restrict trade with Great Britain. Though successful at Austerlitz, he was later defeated at Leipzig and suffered his final defeat in Belgium, after which he was exiled to Saint Helena in 1815. For 10 points, name this Corsican born French general and Emperor.
ANSWER: Napoleon Bonaparte [or Emperor Napoleon I]
6. The perpetrator of this event concealed a weapon in a brown guitar case. Jean-Marie Le Pen denied any involvement in this event. Carried out by neo-Nazi Maxime Brunerie was, for 10 points, which action taking place during a Bastille Day parade near the Arc de Triomphe in 2002?

ANSWER: assassination attempt on Jacques Chirac [accept shooting of Jacques Chirac or equivalents; basically accept anything mentioning Chirac and his life being in peril]

7. One ruler of this country had Pompey murdered, and one of its queens was defeated at the battle of Actium. This kingdom fought against the Hittites in the Battle of Kadesh with chariots under Ramses II. For 10 points, name this kingdom ruled by Pharaohs which built the Great Pyramids.
ANSWER: Egypt [accept Aegyptus]
8. This structure was designed to serve as protection from the blue-painted Picts. It once served as the Roman Empire’s northernmost border in addition to keeping away the Scottish. For 10 points, name this long stone defensive structure built in 122 AD in Britain.
ANSWER: Hadrian’s Wall
9. This company’s first location moved to the Pike Place market in the 1970’s. Named for a character in the novel Moby Dick, it opened its first store outside of North America in Tokyo in 1996. Based in Seattle, Washington, this is, for ten points, what company, the world’s largest chain of coffee stores?

ANSWER: Starbucks
10. This Balkan country suffered from a massive pyramid scheme in the 1990’s when many of its residents saw their life savings wiped out. Leaders of this country have included Enver Hoxha and King Zog, and its residents speak the same language as most people who live in Kosovo. For ten points, name this small nation on the Ionian Sea with capital at Tirana.
ANSWER: Albania
Second Quarter
1. This city was the site of a meeting which established the Concert of Europe and ended the Holy Roman Empire. In this location of the palace of Franz Joseph I, Metternich led the 1815 “Congress” of this city. For 10 points, name this site of Maria Theresa’s palace, the capital of Austria.
ANSWER: Vienna
BONUS: The Congress of Vienna brought an end to Napoleon Bonaparte’s rule, after he had regained power after being exiled to what island off the coast of Italy?
ANSWER: Elba
2. Wheeler Airfield has been designated a National Historic Landmark for its role in this event.  This event was precipitated by Japan’s lack of reserve oil supply, and it was planned by Admiral Yamamoto.  Resulting in the sinking of the USS Arizona, for 10 points, name this attack on a Hawaii naval base which sparked US entry into World War II.
ANSWER: attack on Pearl Harbor
BONUS: Which type of large ship was famously absent at Pearl Harbor, meaning vessels such as the USS Lexington and USS Yorktown were able to continue fighting?
ANSWER: aircraft carrier
3. This man described how the mind interacted with the body through the pineal gland in his namesake dualism. This author of Meditations on First Philosophy wrote about a method of rejecting any idea that can be doubted in order to know what is true in his Discourse on the Method. For 10 points, name this philosopher who coined the term “I think therefore I am”.
ANSWER: René Descartes
BONUS: Which other early French philosopher was a famous skeptic who wrote a relativistic essay in humorous defense of cannibalism?
ANSWER: Michel de Montaigne
4. The Enclosure Acts helped this to occur in Britain as part of what Eric Hobsbawm called the “Dual Revolution.” In the United States, this event was facilitated by protective tariffs and involved the development of steamboats and the expansion of railroads. For 10 points, name these “revolutions” in technological advancement.
ANSWER: Industrial Revolutions
BONUS: In the United States’ Industrial Revolution, the first successful steamboat was developed by what American inventor of the Clermont who also helped develop canal systems in France?
ANSWER: Robert Fulton
5. This man who invited Booker T. Washington to the White House sent the Great White Fleet around the world. He signed the Pure Food and Drug Act and the Hepburn Act, and as president he also pushed for the completion of the Panama Canal. Running as a “bull moose” candidate in 1912, for 10 points, name this progressive president who succeeded McKinley.
ANSWER: Theodore “Teddy” Roosevelt [accept TR]
BONUS: Theodore Roosevelt made popular what term for journalists who revealed corruption in society like Jacob Riis, Ida Tarbell, and Upton Sinclair?
ANSWER: Muckrakers [accept word forms like muckraking]
6. One event during this conflict involved combat by the mujahidin in Afghanistan. The idea of détente governed this conflict after the Cuban Missile Crisis occurred during it. Nuclear weapons provided for mutually assured destruction during, for 10 points, what “war” between the United States and the USSR which saw no direct combat?
ANSWER: The Cold War [accept Soviet invasion of Afghanistan before “détente”]
BONUS: What last head of state of the Soviet Union introduced the programs of glasnost and perestroika?
ANSWER: Mikhail Sergeyevich Gorbachev [or Gorbachov]
7. Francis I protected these people until the Affair of the Placards. One of their leaders, Gaspard de Coligny, was assassinated under the orders of Catherine de Medici in the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre, which targeted this group. Henry IV issued an act that allowed these people to practice their religion. For 10 points, name this group of French Protestants.
ANSWER: Huguenots [prompt on French Protestants until mentioned]
BONUS: In 1598, Henry IV issued this proclamation that gave Huguenots the right to practice their religion, though this act was later revoked by Louis XIV’s Edict of Fontainebleau.
ANSWER: Edict of Nantes
8. Both Le Rire by Eugène Bataille and L.H.O.O.Q. by Marcel Duchamp are based on this work. A winding road enters some mountains in front of a river to the left of the central figure, whose crossed arms reveal no wedding ring. For 10 points, name this portrait with a perplexing smile, the most well-known portrait in the Louvre by Leonardo Da Vinci.
ANSWER: Mona Lisa [or La Gioconda or La Joconde, accept Portrait of Lisa Gherardini, wife of Francesco del Giocondo]
BONUS: This artist assembled many Mona Lisa’s together in his Thirty are Better than One, and he also made many prints of Marilyn Monroe and Campbell’s Tomato Soup cans.
ANSWER: Andy Warhol

Fourth Quarter
1. This book of the Bible notes how Enoch walked with God, though he died at the age of 365. One figure in this Bible book, the father of Shem, is seen naked by his son (+). Another figure has a child by Hagar, though at the age of 100 he had Isaac with his wife, Sarah. In addition to (*) Noah and Abraham, the Tower of Babel and Cain and Abel are featured in this book. The story of creation and of Adam and Eve is included in, for 10 points, what first book of the Bible?
ANSWER: Genesis [or B’reshit]
2. During this time period, the Pecora Commission was formed to analyze its beginning. This time period was lengthened due to an austerity program that was prematurely introduced. (+) This time period was finally curtailed largely due to numerous military spending efforts throughout (*) Europe and North America. For 10 points, name this period precipitated by a steep decline in the Dow Jones Average in a 1929 Wall Street Crash on Black Tuesday.
ANSWER: The Great Depression
3. Wolfgang Pauli correctly predicted that members of this group could form compounds with fluorine and one member of this group was theorized to be present in the composition of earth’s (+) air by Henry Cavendish. That theory was later confirmed by Lord Rayleigh and Sir William Ramsay. That member of this group is the third most abundant element in the earth’s atmosphere. Commonly used to get (*) distinctive colors in lighting fixtures, for 10 points, name this group of inert elements that include Argon and Neon.
ANSWER:  noble gases [accept group 18]
4. This place’s ambon and ciborium were destroyed by a 558 earthquake, and this place was the site of Baldwin I’s coronation. (*) This structure was dedicated to Logos and was predated by a nearby building whose name translates as Holy Peace. That building preceded this structure as its city’s main church. Designed by Isidore of Miletus with a name meaning “Holy wisdom”, this is, (+) for ten points, what building, a seat of the Orthodox patriarch of Constantinople, a church-turned-mosque-turned museum in present-day Istanbul?

ANSWER: Hagia Sophia

5. The accent of this country’s leader was mocked in the movie “Team America World Police.” This country was at the center of the Pueblo affair in 1968, and has promoted a national (+) ideology known as juche. It lost perhaps 10 percent of its population to a famine in the 1990’s, and has maintained a weapons development facility at (*) Yongbyon. For ten points, name this geopolitically isolated country, from which thousands of refugees have sought to escape across the Yalu River to China.

ANSWER: North Korea (or Democratic People’s Republic of Korea or DPRK)
6. This empire defeated the Magyars at the battle of Lechfeld. Its head of state’s choice for the Bishop of Milan caused the Investiture Controversy with (+) Gregory VII. This empire was the site of the Defenestration of Prague in Bohemia, and Charles V, an emperor of its (*) Hapsburg Dynasty, persecuted Martin Luther. For 10 points, name this empire which Voltaire claimed was described by no part of its three-word name located around present day Germany.
ANSWER: Holy Roman Empire [do not accept or prompt on “Roman Empire” or “Rome,” accept Germany or Ottonians until “Empire”]
7. One character in this work is based on Arnold Rothstein and claims to have fixed the 1919 World Series.  In addition to Meyer (+) Wolfsheim, characters in this work include a female golfer named Jordan Baker and the wife of a mechanic, Myrtle Wilson.  The protagonist of this work made his fortune (*) bootlegging and throws lavish parties at his home on West Egg.  For 10 points, name this novel narrated by Nick Carraway, a work of F. Scott Fitzgerald.
ANSWER: The Great Gatsby
8. This company which discontinued its products Jaiku and Wave was founded and led by Sergey Brin and Larry (+) Page. In May 2010, users were able to play Pac-man on the homepage of this company whose Project Glass is planning on integrating eyeglasses with its (*) Android operating system. For 10 points, name this company with services like Plus and Chrome, whose name in the Oxford Dictionary is now a verb meaning to search for information on the Internet.
ANSWER: Google, Inc.
Tiebreaker Questions
1. Franciso de Ulloa proposed the Strait of Anián as one method of performing this action. Bartholomeu Dias discovered a method to do this which (+) Vasco De Gama successfully used, going around the Cape of Good Hope. The Ottoman Empire made this action difficult over land. The (*) Northwest Passage was seen as an efficient path for, for 10 points, what journey which Christopher Columbus was trying to perform when he accidentally discovered America?
ANSWER: Going to Asia [accept loose equivalents involving sailing, going, or travelling to Asia, the Indies, the East, or the Orient, accept “finding the Northwest Passage” before Dias]
BONUS: The strait of Anián was believed to pass through the “Island of California” to Ania, a province described by what Italian who travelled to the court of Kublai Khan and wrote a book of his travels?
ANSWER: Marco Polo
2. Arthur Fremantle wrote a bestselling book after three months in this country. Alexander Stephens was a Vice President of this nation whose legislature former (+) President of the United States John Tyler was elected to. This country, whose currency was the Greyback, had only one president, (*) Jefferson Davis, and it had its capital at Richmond, Virginia. For 10 points, name this country formed from seceded states which fought the Union in the Civil War.
ANSWER: The Confederate States of America [accept CSA or Confederacy; prompt on “the South” or “Southern States”]
6. Hanging chads played a role during this event, and Pat Buchanan received many accidental votes in this election from Palm Beach County, Florida, where there was a vote recount. The man with the most popular votes lost in, for 10 points, what election in which Al Gore narrowly lost to George W. Bush?
ANSWER: 2000 Election [accept Florida Recount before “election,” accept descriptions like “Bush versus Gore election”]
