First Quarter
1. It’s not in Russia, but Alexander I once reviewed troops at a square in this city which was later renamed for him. Another landmark in this city is the former site of Checkpoint Charlie.  Following World War II, this city was split into four sectors, three belonging to the Allies and one to the USSR.  For 10 points, name this city whose east and west halves were divided until 1989, the capital of Germany.
ANSWER: Berlin
2. This man supported atomic theory with his papers on Brownian motion. A famous photograph taken in 1951 shows him sticking his tongue out. One of his theories allows for time dilation, while another explains the bending of light by gravity. For 10 points, name this German-American physicist famous for the equation E = mc squared.
ANSWER: Albert Einstein
3. This country’s capital city has hosted FIS slalom ski races within its city limits in recent years. A city at the southern tip of this country on the Adriatic came under shelling following the breakup of Yugoslavia; that city is Dubrovnik. For ten points, name this country, historically separated into regions including Slavonia, Istria, and Dalmatia, which is set to enter the EU this year.

ANSWER: Croatia
4. This man claimed that weaving on looms at home was necessary for a certain nation’s independence. He also organized the Salt March and he engaged in a hunger strike in 1943 against the British Raj. For 10 points, name this non-violent leader of the Indian independence movement.
ANSWER: Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi [or Mahatma Gandhi]
5. After Hurricane Katrina, this man claimed that “George Bush doesn’t care about black people.” This man who said “I’ma let you finish” to interrupt Taylor Swift at the MTV music awards won praise and criticism alike for his album, The College Dropout. For 10 points, name this singer of Power, Stronger, and Gold Digger.
ANSWER: Kanye Omari West [accept either underlined part]
6. This ruler fought against King Charles XII in the Great Northern War, and he spent time at a shipyard in the Netherlands studying naval techniques on a trip to Western Europe. For 10 points, name this Russian czar who created a new capital named after a saint with his name.
ANSWER: Peter I of Russia [accept Peter the Great, Pyotr Velikiy, or Pyotr Alexeyevich Romanov]
7. Famous examples of this instrument were constructed in Cremona, Italy. Niccolo Paganini played this bowed instrument, and Isaac Stern is a more recent virtuoso with it, especially when he’s playing a Stradivarius. For 10 points, name this smallest and highest-pitched member of a string quartet.
ANSWER: violin
8. This class had to own two houses and live in the capital every other year under the bakuhan system. This class also gave salaries and weapons to Samurai under the Tokugawa Shogunate. For 10 points, name this Japanese class of feudal lords who were below only the Shogun and the emperor in the Japanese imperial power structure.
ANSWER: Daimyo
9. This strategy was put in place by Helmuth von Moltke the Younger after the man who devised it retired. This plan advocated having the last man on the right brush the English Channel with his sleeve. It called for concentrating troops along its country’s border with France and later moving them east against Russia when needed. For 10 points, name this military strategy named after a German field marshal.

ANSWER: Schlieffen Plan

10. This piece of furniture was the namesake of a series of negotiations about the Solidarity trade union. Another type of this piece of furniture symbolized the equality of various legendary warriors, including Gallahad and Percival. For ten points, name this piece of furniture which is also a colloquial English word for any political meeting, and is associated with King Arthur and his knights.
ANSWER: Round table (prompt on table)
Second Quarter
1. This ruler made it illegal for the Chinese to own weapons or travel at night. His attempted invasion of Kyushu was turned back by a Kamikaze Wind, and this man’s kingdom was visited by both Ibn Battuta and Marco Polo. For 10 points, name this founder of the Yuan Dynasty, a Mongol and grandson of Genghis Khan.
ANSWER: Kublai Khan [or Khubilai Khan, or Yuan Shizu]
BONUS: What British Romantic poet wrote a poem entitled Kubla Khan after claiming to have had a dream while under the influence of opium?
ANSWER: Samuel Taylor Coleridge
2. This system involved the construction of “fire steps.” Machine guns caused great casualties through this system at the Battle of the (pr. Sum) Somme. Barbed wire often guards namesake structures in this system of warfare which leads to a “No Man’s Land.” For 10 points, name this system used in World War One which involves lines of soldiers lying in dug holes
ANSWER: Trench Warfare
BONUS: A typical feature of Trench Warfare in Germany was what chemical agent used by Germans which causes second degree burns on its victims?
ANSWER: (Sulfur) Mustard Gas
3. Eusebius’ Onamasticon describes the places depicted in this entity. John Wycliffe supported one of the first translations of this book into English, while St. Jerome’s earlier translation into Latin is called the Vulgate. The Septuagint was an early Greek edition of, for 10 points, what central text of Christianity containing the Old and New Testaments?
ANSWER: The (Holy) Bible
ANSWER: The Bible was the first text to be mass produced using the movable text of the first printing press developed by what German inventor who names that first edition of the bible?
ANSWER: Johannes Gensfleisch zur Laden zum Gutenberg
4. This Empire which called itself the “Land of the Four Quarters” was founded by the conquests of Pachacuti. This civilization recorded numbers using pieces of knotted ropes called quipu, and they were at one time led by Atahualpa. These people had a capital at Cuzco and they built Machu Picchu. For 10 points, name this empire in the Andes which was conquered by Francisco Pizarro.
ANSWER: Inca Empire [or tawatinsuyu]
BONUS: Francisco Pizarro, along with others like Pedro Cieza de León and Hernán Cortes, held what title which indicated their purpose of taking over land in the New World?
ANSWER: conquistadores.
5. This work described Ajax choosing the life of a lion in the underworld in a story about Er. Gold and Silver souls are the subject of this work’s noble lie, and it describes chained men seeing only the shadows of forms in the Allegory of the Cave. Philosopher-kings are the rulers of choice in, for 10 points, what work by Plato about the title form of Government?
ANSWER: The Republic of Plato [or Politeia]
BONUS: Plato helped advise a Greek city state on what island, which was home to a set of thriving Greek settlements, including the city of Syracuse?
ANSWER: Sicily or Sicilia or Magna Graeca
6. This man, who was the victor at the battle of Badr, saw a white mule with wings on its thighs during his night journey from Jerusalem. A depiction of Manif was smashed under his feet when he entered the Kaaba, and he earlier took the Hijra, his trip from Mecca to Medina. For 10 points, name this founder of Islam.
ANSWER: Abū al-Qāsim Muḥammad ibn ʿAbd Allāh ibn ʿAbd al-Muṭṭalib ibn Hāshim
BONUS: Muhammad claimed that this angel who took him on the night journey revealed the wisdom of the Koran to him.
ANSWER: Archangel Gabriel [or Gavriel]
7. This man captured the harem of a king whose flight from a battle is depicted in the House of the Faun at Pompeii. He built a half-mile long pier to transport battering rams in his siege of Tyre and left power to generals such as Ptolemy when he died at the age of 32. For 10 points, name this Macedonian military leader who conquered Persia and founded the city of Alexandria.
ANSWER: Alexander the Great of Macedon [or Alexander III of Macedon, Alexandros ho Megas]
BONUS: Alexander’s father of this name led a failed siege of Byzantium. Give the name of this Macedonian king who was denounced in a series of speeches by Demosthenes.
ANSWER: Philip(pos) II of Macedon
8. The first of this political entity's two presidents was Friedrich Ebert. During the height of this government, it was led by Gustav Stresemann, who, until his death, helped alleviate the hyperinflation here that led to people moving money in wheelbarrows. For 10 points, name this German regime led by Paul von Hindenberg until Adolf Hitler became Fuhrer.
ANSWER: Weimar Republic [or Weimar Germany, accept descriptions like “inter-war Germany,” but prompt on just “Germany,” do not accept Nazi Germany]
BONUS: Which school of modern architecture and design centered in the German city of Dessau, thrived during the Weimar Republic, but was later closed under the Nazis?
ANSWER: Bauhaus

ANCIENT EGYPT
Answer the following questions about famous people and things in Ancient Egypt.
1. This pharaoh died young and has a notable tomb that was discovered by Howard Carter.
ANSWER: Tutankhamun [or King Tut]
2. This giant statue has the body of a lion but the head of a woman.
ANSWER: Great Sphinx of Giza
3. Anubis was the god of this process, which involves embalming a corpse and wrapping it up.
ANSWER: mummification [or mummifying someone; accept word forms]
4. This queen had relationships with Julius Caesar and Mark Antony.
ANSWER: Cleopatra VII
5. This king established worship of the sun god Aten and established a site at Amarna.
ANSWER: Akhenaten [accept Amenhotep IV; accept Amenhopis IV]
6. This location is home to many famous tombs such as that of Seti I.
ANSWER: Valley of the Kings [accept Valley of the Gates of the Kings]
7. This grand vizier of Djoser designed and built many step pyramids.
ANSWER: Imhotep [accept Immutef]
8. This female pharaoh was the longest-ruling and most successful.
ANSWER: Hatshepsut
Fourth Quarter
1. These items are the subject of a pledge created by Grover Norquist. Increases in these things are opposed by the Club for Growth, and types include the “alternative (+) minimum” and “capital gains”.  Recent Congressional debate over these items centered on how to extend the (*) cuts to them passed by George W. Bush.  For 10 points, name these revenue-raising charges from the government that take a certain percentage of money.
ANSWER: taxes [accept tax increases before “alternative”]
2. The resort town of Sharm-el-Sheikh on this body of water was hit by terrorist attacks in 2005. (+) This body of water’s share of global shipping rose dramatically in the late 1800’s after it became more accessible. An arm of this body of water was the site of the Biblical (*) Exodus; that arm of this body of water is the Gulf of Suez. For 10 points identify this colorfully named sea located to the west of the Arabian Peninsula.
ANSWER:  The Red Sea
3. This team’s official support given by King Alonso XIII became problematic when civil war erupted. In the 1950’s, this team found success under players like Raymond Kopa, Ferenc (+)Puskas, and Alfredo di Stefano and ended up winning five consecutive European Cups. More recently this club’s purchases of Clarence Seedorf, Luis (*)Figo, and Zinedine Zidane led to the formation of Los Galacticos who won the 2002 UEFA Champions League. Now boasting stars like Angel di Maria, Kaka, and Cristiano Ronaldo is, for 10 points, what fútbol team based in the Spanish capital?

ANSWER: Real Madrid Club de Fútbol [accept Real Madrid C.F.; prompt on Madrid]

4. This nation saw the Bulldozer Revolution after which its head of state died while in captivity in The Netherlands. The Chinese Embassy (+) in this nation was bombed by accident during a NATO bombing campaign here. That military campaign aimed to stop this nation’s aggression in (*) Kosovo.  For 10 points, name this Balkan nation that has recently sought to improve its ties with Western Europe, formerly led by Slobodan Milosevich from Belgrade.
ANSWER: Serbia [accept Serbia and Montenegro, but not Yugoslavia]
5. In 1884, the Berlin Conference regulated colonial trade and law here, setting off the “Scramble” (+) for this place.  David Livingstone and Cecil Rhodes aided in the exploration and colonization of this place.  Popularly referred to in 19th-century Europe as the “Dark (*) Continent”, this is, for 10 points, what continent where the Belgians and the Germans divided the Congo, and explorers attempted to find the source of the Nile?
ANSWER: Africa [accept Scramble for Africa]
6 The Paraclete was founded for people of this title by Peter Abelard, and Louis the Pious insisted that these people follow a (+) certain rule. People in this profession in Belgium often engage in brewing beer; other people in this line of work wear a hairstyle called a tonsure. (*) Saint Bernard and Saint Francis led two groups of these people - the Cistercians and the Franciscans, respectively. For 10 points, name these people who in the medieval period transcribed illuminated manuscripts and take religious vows.
ANSWER: monks [or brothers or friars]

7. Along with Poseidon, this god built the walls of Troy, and this god killed all of (pr. nye-OH-bee’s) Niobe’s children and turned her into a weeping rock. This god flayed the satyr Marsyas and gave (+) Midas donkey ears after a music contest. This father of Asclepius cursed Cassandra after she denied him. He once chased after a nymph until she turned herself into a (*) laurel tree; that nymph was Daphne. For 10 points, name this Greek god of light and music, the twin brother of Artemis.
ANSWER: Apollo
8. The Knight of the White Moon opposes the protagonist in this novel, who rides a horse named Rocinante. (+) This novel’s protagonist idealizes Dulcinea, and one episode in this novel sees the protagonist mistake windmills for giants, although he is warned by his squire, Sancho (*) Panza.  For 10 points, name this Spanish novel about a delusional knight, written by Miguel de Cervantes.
ANSWER: Don Quixote [accept Don Quijote]

BONUS: What four-star general who was Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff during the Gulf War later became the first African-American Secretary of State under George W. Bush?
ANSWER: Colin Luther Powell
2. One holder of this position became infamous for instructing a young student to misspell “potato”.  Another man to hold this position would later win the Nobel Peace Prize for his work with the IPCC on (+) climate change.  Spiro Agnew resigned from this position in the Nixon administration and was replaced with Gerald (*) Ford.  For 10 points, name this office in the executive branch that was held by Al Gore under Bill Clinton, and which is first in the line of Presidential succession.
ANSWER: Vice Presidents [accept Indiana Senator (or Congressman or Representative) before “Peace”]
