Round 6
First Quarter
1. This belief system’s sun goddess was an ancestor of Emperor Jimmu, and that goddess was born, along with the moon god and the slayer of Orochi, from the face of Izanagi. Those three deities are Susano’o, Tsukuyomi, and Amaterasu. For 10 points, name this Japanese religion that venerates sprits known as kami.
ANSWER: Shintoism [accept word forms; accept kami-no-michi before “kami” is mentioned; prompt on “Japanese religion” or “Japanese mythology”]
2. About 500 of this city’s citizens served in a governing body known as the [pr. BOO-lay], Boule, and the Pnyx hill here was the site of voting. One of its early leaders was Solon, and it was later led by [pr. PAIR-ick-leez], Pericles. For 10 points, name this democratic Greek city-state that fought Sparta in the Peloponnesian War.
ANSWER: Athens, Greece [accept Athenai]
3. This man created the Alliance for Progress, a program designed to promote growth in Latin America and also established the Peace Corps. This President negotiated with Khrushchev in Vienna and later during the Cuban Missile Crisis.  For 10 points, name this Catholic US President from Massachusetts who served in the early 1960’s.
ANSWER: John Fitzgerald Kennedy [or JFK]
4. This period led to the self-immolation of Jan Palach in protest.  This period was followed by a “normalization” and a subsequent invasion and occupation.  Its programs were instituted by Alexander (pr. DOOB-check) Dubcek. For 10 points, name this period of liberal reforms crushed by the Soviets in Czechoslovakia in 1968.
ANSWER: Prague Spring
5. The beginnings of this concept were studied in the Miller-Urey experiment, which noticed its ability to form spontaneously from a “prebiotic soup.” Early forms of this are believed to have been RNA dependent. For 10 points, name this quality shared by plants and animals about which singer David Bowie once wondered if it existed on Mars.
ANSWER: life [accept equivalents like “living things”]
6. This conflict ended in the same year as the fall of Constantinople to the Ottomans. Battles in this war include Rouen and a victory for Henry V at Agincourt. For 10 points, name this long medieval war fought between France and Britain which actually lasted even longer than its name implies.
ANSWER: Hundred Years’ War
7. This man included Persian, Eritrean, Cumaean, and Delphic Sibyls in a work which also contains a cloaked God nearly touching Adam’s finger. He painted The Last Judgment and he sculpted the Pietà which is now in St. Peter’s Basilica. For 10 points, name this master of the Italian Renaissance and rival of Leonardo.
ANSWER: Michelangelo di Lodovico Buonarroti Simoni [accept Il Divino]
8. This man fought a war against Denmark for control of Schleswig-Holstein. His social programs created the modern welfare state and he served mostly under Wilhelm I. For 10 points, name this “iron chancellor” who helped unify the German Empire, and who is the namesake of the capital of North Dakota.
ANSWER: Otto von Bismarck
9. One work of this type includes Nessun Dorma, or “let no one sleep,” and another includes La donna è mobile. Turandot is a work of this type, of which the first modern example is  L’Orfeo. A man splits an apple with a crossbow in a work of this sort with a noted overture, Rossini’s William Tell. For 10 points, name this type of work exemplified by Wagner’s Die Walküre and Verdi’s Aida combining musical score with text and acting.

ANSWER: Opera
10. This was home to pirates known as corsairs who were based out of the town of Saint Malo. This region is home to speakers of a Celtic language which is derived from Cornish, although it is not in the British Isles. For ten points, name this region of Western France, located to the west of Normandy and famous for its dramatic scenery and crepes.

ANSWER: Brittany or Bretagne
Second Quarter
1. Robert Kennedy authorized this organization to place wiretaps on Martin Luther King on suspicion of Communist activities.  One leader of this organization gathered secret files on prominent government figures such as Eleanor Roosevelt and John F. Kennedy.  For 10 points, name this US government agency that investigates criminals.
ANSWER: FBI [accept Federal Bureau of Investigation]
BONUS: This long-time director of the FBI was noted for his strident anti-Communism and deep grudges.  He names the current headquarters of the FBI.
ANSWER: John Edgar Hoover
2. This process eliminated worship of the dog-Saint Guinefort. Begun as an extension of the Albigensian crusade, the Papal Bull Ab Abolendam formally began this event. Tomas de Torquemada eliminated “superstitions” like witchcraft through this action called for by Ferdinand and Isabella. For 10 points, name this process of persecuting heretics in Medieval Spain.
ANSWER: The Spanish Inquisition [or the Tribunal of the Holy Office of the Inquisition]
BONUS: The Inquisition used what type of action, in which heretics sentences were read aloud and enacted in public, with a name meaning “act of faith?”
ANSWER: autos-da-fé [or autos-de-fé]
3. This country’s Operation Pillar of Defense used its Iron Dome anti-rocket defense system. It’s not the USA, but in September 2012, this country’s Prime Minister drew a “clear red line” in a speech at the UN on a picture of a bomb which represented one which might be built by Iran. Hamas militants exchanged rocket fire with, for 10 points, what Jewish state with capital at Jerusalem?
ANSWER: Israel [or Medinat Yisrael]
BONUS: Israel’s prime minister who gave the speech at the UN carrying a picture of a bomb is what man, the leader of the Likud party?
ANSWER: Benjamin “Bibi” Netanyahu
4. One song by this band begins “Let me take you down, because I’m going to” the title place.  That song, “Strawberry Fields Forever”, was paired on a single with “Penny Lane” and was originally intended for this band’s album Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band.  For 10 points, name this band, whose duo of Lennon and McCartney penned the songs “Love Me Do” and “Hey Jude”.
ANSWER: The Beatles
BONUS: This last recorded Beatles album includes songs such as “Octopus’s Garden” and “Come Together”.  Its cover art sees the four members of the band walking across the title location.
ANSWER: Abbey Road
5. Tomas Herrán and John Hay agreed to a treaty regarding this entity in a process once compared to nailing currant jelly to a wall. Frenchman Philippe Bunau-Varilla joined the US to assist in a Colombian coup which allowed this project to be built. Completed in 1914, this is, for 10 points, what waterway through Central America built under Teddy Roosevelt?
ANSWER: Panama Canal
BONUS: Which Frenchman, attempting to emulate his earlier success with Suez Canal, began work for a project to build the Panama Canal which was ultimately scrapped?
ANSWER: Ferdinand de Lesseps [accept either Ferdinand Marie or Viscomte de Lesseps or both together]
6. This man included leitmotifs in his opera about a knight questing for the Holy Grail, Parsifal.  This composer created a series of operas based on Norse mythology, which contain the dwarf Alberich and the hero Siegfried, and the first one of which is called Das Rheingold.  For 10 points, name this composer of the Ring Cycle.
ANSWER: Richard Wagner [VAHG-nur, but accept recognizable pronunciations]
BONUS: This Wagner opera tells a story about a sailor who is cursed to wander the seas looking for a woman who will consent to marry him.
ANSWER: The Flying Dutchman [accept Der Fliegende Holländer]
7. The destruction of the object which took these actions is sometimes called the “fifth” of them. Mosquitoes plagued the men who performed these actions at Kitty Hawk, North Carolina using a muslin covered object with two wings and a wooden propellor. For 10 points, name these 1903 landmark events in aviation achieved by two former bicycle making brothers.
ANSWER: The four flights by the Wright brothers’ first flyer [accept any clear equivalents mentioning the Wright brothers flying]
BONUS: Another landmark in flying was achieved when what man made a trans-Atlantic flight in the Spirit of St. Louis in 1927?
ANSWER: Charles Augustus Lindbergh
8. One leader of this country established the Three Principles of the People and co-founded the KMT or Kuomintang party. Another leader inspired the Great Leap Forward and Cultural Revolution, and that leader distributed a “Little Red Book.” Sun Yat-sen and Mao Zedong were leaders of, for 10 points, what large Communist Asian nation with capital at Beijing?
ANSWER: People’s Republic of China [accept PRC]
BONUS: What paramount leader of China from 1978 to 1992 instituted a series of reforms which moved Communist China towards a market economy?
ANSWER: Deng Xiaoping

Fourth Quarter
1. This document was opposed by Irreconcilables led by Henry Cabot Lodge. (+) Georges Clemenceau and David Lloyd George determined the terms of this document. The “War Guilt” clause is the 231st article of this document which created the League of Nations, one of the Fourteen Points of (*) Woodrow Wilson. France regained Alsace-Lorraine and Germany was forced to reparations as a result of, for 10 points, what treaty which ended World War I, signed in a French city?
ANSWER: Treaty of Versailles
2. Ed Yourdon wrote about this event as a “time bomb,” and the Cuban newspaper Juventud Rebelde deemed it a capitalist conspiracy to encourage spending on one industry. Though this event was predicted to cause a recession, Bill (+) Gates noted that “it ended up being a fairly minor issue.” A computer (*) bug caused by two-digit year representations, this is, for 10 points, what event which was predicted to take down world infrastructure on January 1, 2000?
ANSWER: The Y2K problem [or Year 2000 problem or Millenium bug or Y2K bug]
3. Robert of Ketton translated this text into Latin and a standard version of this text was completed by Uthman. The first section of this text is “The (+) Key” and another section in this text contains the “Throne Verse”, that section is called “The Cow”. This text is made up of (*) ayat and each sura is classified as Meccan or Medinan depending on when they were revealed by Gabriel to Muhammad. For 10 points, name this holy text of Islam.
ANSWER: Koran [or Qu’ran]
4. Henry V and a holder of this title established the Concordat of Worms, ending the Investiture Controversy. Other holders of this title made declarations called (+) Exsurge Domine and Unam Sanctam, called “bulls” off this office. Men of this title called the Council of (*) Trent and the Council of Constance. The Gregorian Calendar was made by, for 10 points, men of what office elected in conclaves by cardinals that leads the Catholic Church from Rome?
ANSWER: pope [or papacy or pontifex maximus or papa]
5. Members of this movement called for the removal of John the Cappadocian. The name of these events translates as “win” or “conquer”.  The leadup to this event saw two prisoners escape execution after a small (+) riot at a sporting event. This event saw the momentary rise of Hypatius to the throne and featured a five-day siege that began after a chariot race and featured the Blues and the Greens. (*) For ten points, name these extremely destructive 532 riots. 

ANSWER: Nika riots (accept revolts, etc.)

6. This country was originally settled by seafarers who originated far to the east in Borneo. It is home to a primate called the (+) lemur whose numbers have declined in recent years due to deforestation. In this country, people speak the Malagasy language in the city of (*) Antananarivo. For ten points, name this island country which geologically separated from the continent of Africa millions of years ago and was the namesake of a recent animated film.

ANSWER: Madagascar
7. This composer’s choral works include The Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom and one that he asked to be performed at his funeral, All-Night Vigil. He also wrote a second Trio élégiaque in memory of his recently deceased friend and mentor Pyotr (+) Tchaikovsky. Some of his orchestral works include Symphonic Dances and The Isle of the Dead. (*) For ten points, identify this Russian composer of a piece for solo piano and orchestra Rhapsody on a theme of Paganini.
ANSWER: Sergei Rachmaninoff

8. Operation Sea Lion was a plan to invade this nation during World War II, but was never carried out (+).  This nation carried out a massive scheme of evacuating young children in order to avoid Luftwaffe bombing in the (*) Blitz.  This country’s policy of appeasement prior to World War II was promoted by Prime Minister Neville Chamberlain.  For 10 points, name this country led by Winston Churchill with capital at London.
ANSWER: Great Britain [accept United Kingdom; prompt on England]
Tiebreaker Questions
1. One man of this name wrote the Loci Communes, and led a side of the Diet of Augsburg as the friend of Martin Luther. One ruler of this name banished (+) Jews from France and supported the Avignon Papacy. Another king of this name declared bankruptcy four times and saw the Dutch Republic declare independence while ruling (*) Spain from El Escorial. For 10 points, give this name of a "Fair" king of France and a Mercantilist Catholic king of Spain.
ANSWER: Philip [or Philipp Melanchthon or Philipp Schwartzerdt or Philip IV or Philip the Fair of Philip II]
ANSWER: Philip II of Spain was a member of what family of Holy Roman Emperor Charles V and of Maria Theresa?
ANSWER: Habsburgs [or Hapsburgs]
2. Albion Tourgee defended the defendant in this case for which Henry Billings Brown wrote the majority opinion. This case occurred when (+) Louisiana’s Separate Car Act was broken and he doctrine established by this case would eventually be overruled by (*) Brown v Board of Education. For 10 points, the defendant was one-eighths African American in a whites only railway car in what Supreme Court case that established the “separate but equal” doctrine in 1896?
ANSWER: Plessy v Ferguson [accept in either order]
