Round 7
First Quarter
1. Operation Uranus was a turning point in this battle, whose losing commander was Feldmarschall von Paulus and winning commander was Marshal Zhukov.  This battle was fought on the banks of the Volga River, and consisted of a five-month siege of a certain city.  For 10 points, name this winter battle in Russia, the turning point of World War II’s Eastern Front.
ANSWER: Battle of Stalingrad
2. One treaty during this conflict granted extraterritoriality, and this conflict was prompted by Lin Zexu’s dislike of what he called “foreign mud”. The British ship Nemesis was key to victory this conflict, which saw Hong Kong become a British territory. For 10 points, what war ended by the Treaty of Nanking was fought over the sale of the namesake drug in China?
ANSWER: First Opium War [accept Opium Wars]
3. Lesser known works by this author include The Short Happy Life of Francis Macomber and The Snows of Kilimanjaro. This author wrote about a lieutenant who flees the Italian army after the Battle of Caporetto in one novel, and that character later flees to Switzerland with the nurse Catherine Barkley.  For 10 points, name this creator of Frederic Henry and author of A Farewell to Arms.
ANSWER: Ernest Hemingway
4. This nation was home to a dictatorial regime known as the Derg under the control of Mengistu during the 1980’s. Earlier, this country had won the Battle of Adowa over Italian invaders, though Italy did conquer it in the years prior to World War 2. For 10 points, name this African country that later saw Eritrea break off from it and become independent, whose capital is at Addis Ababa.
ANSWER: Ethiopia
5. Constantine Porphyrogenitus placed an obelisk at this place known today as the Walled Obelisk. This site of the Serpent Column featured the Venetoi and Parasinoi facing off and shared many features with the Circus Maximus in Rome. This place abutted the Great Palace and featured the Kathisma, from which emperors would watch this location’s sporting events. For ten points name this chariot racetrack in Constantinople.

ANSWER: The Hippodrome of Constantinople

6. A Haruspex made divinations following these events in Ancient Rome. In Judaism, this action can only be taken by kohanim in the Temple, and Eleazer did it using a Red Heifer. Aztecs used an obsidian knife to remove victims’ hearts during the “human” type of, for 10 points, what ritual which involves killing animals?
ANSWER: animal sacrifices [prompt on offerings]
7. Truman included health care insurance in a “Fair” program of this type, and Theodore Roosevelt’s domestic policy program promised each American a “Square” one of these. The Social Security Administration was part of, for 10 points, Franklin Roosevelt’s “New” variety of what sort of reform program?
ANSWER: Deals [accept Fair Deal, Square Deal, or New Deal]
8. This country’s World War II leader was executed at Akershuss Fortress after having collaborated with the Germans. This country has become exceedingly prosperous through oil resources, and its port of Narvik has traditionally been a major export hub for iron ore. For ten points, name this nation, which is a member of NATO but not the EU and was the site of the massacre at Utoya island.

ANSWER: Norway
9. This name refers to the former name of the city of Guangzhou and also to the city that is home to the professional American Football Hall of Fame. This is also the name of political divisions that fought each other in the Kappel Wars, and formed the Swiss confederation. For ten points, give the common six-letter name, which also starts the name of a Chinese dialect.

ANSWER: Canton
10. A shipwreck on this island was perhaps an inspiration for Shakespeare’s play The Tempest. This island group has a thriving offshore insurance industry, and has seen extensive tourism develop around its pink sandy beaches. For ten points, name this Atlantic island, also famous for a type of shorts, whose position in the path of numerous hurricanes may have inspired legends about its namesake triangle. 
ANSWER: Bermuda
Second Quarter
1. Examples of these events take place annually in Park City, Utah, and Berlin. The Golden Bear is a prize given out at one of these events which also takes place in Venice. The most famous one of these once saw a 20 minute standing ovation given to Michael Moore. For ten points, name this type of event, one of which awards the Palm d’Or each year in Cannes.
ANSWER: Film Festival
BONUS: One man who helped lead the Cannes Film Festival this year was this American film director of ET and Saving Private Ryan.
ANSWER: Steven Spielberg
2. This city was named for its flowers, and grew out of an original Roman settlement. Its wool trade helped it become prosperous in the late middle ages, during which this city feuded with its neighbors Lucca and Siena. This city is home to the Brancacci Chapel which contains frescoes by Massacio. For ten points, name this city famous for its Brunelleschi-designed duomo, a city of the Renaissance. 
ANSWER: Florence or Firenze
BONUS: Florence has witnessed frequent flooding over the years due to its position on what major river of Tuscany?
ANSWER: Arno
3. In 2004. this painting was stolen along with Madonna, and in 1994, four men stole this painting and left a note that said “Thanks for the poor security”. The sky in this work may have been inspired by the eruption of Krakatoa, and two people can be seen walking in the background on a bridge. For 10 points, name this Edvard (pr. Moonk) Munch painting of a figure making the title noise.
ANSWER: The Scream or Skrik
BONUS: The eruption of Krakatoa took place in what present-day country, which has suffered more deaths from volcanoes over the past two hundred years than any other?
ANSWER: Indonesia
4. This war gave rise to the Raglan shirt and the Cardigan sweater. This was the first major conflict in which the telegraph played an important role, and saw France, Britain, and Piedmont-Sardinia fight on the same side. Battles in this war included the Siege of Sevastopol and the battle of Balaclava, during which an ill-fated charge against Russian forces occurred. For 10 points, name this war, named after a peninsula in the Black Sea, that saw the Charge of the Light Brigade.
ANSWER: Crimean War
BONUS: Which British author wrote about “the six hundred” who rode into “the valley of Death” in his poem “The Charge of the Light Brigade”?
ANSWER: Alfred, Lord Tennyson

5. This man was the defending lawyer in the Amistad Case. Earlier, he authored both a treaty granting Florida to the United States and the Monroe Doctrine as Secretary of State. This man passed the Tariff of Abominations after defeating Andrew Jackson in the “corrupt bargain” to become president in 1824. For 10 points, name this sixth president, the son of the second.
ANSWER: John Quincy Adams
BONUS: The “corrupt bargain” was so-called because what man became Secretary of State after offering his support to John Quincy Adams, a man known as the “Great Compromiser”?
ANSWER: Henry Clay, Sr.
6. In a civil war fought against Maximian’s son Maxentius, this man won a victory at the Battle of the Milvian Bridge. That victory for this man legendarily occurred after he saw the phrase “in hoc signo vinces” meaning “in this sign you will conquer” after he saw the sign of a cross. This Roman Emperor who briefly reunited the East and West after Diocletian was, for 10 points, what convert to Christianity who moved the capital to Byzantium, which was then renamed for him?
ANSWER:  Constantine I [or Saint Constantine the Great or Flavius Valerius Aurelius Constantinus Augustus]
BONUS: Constantine issued an edict of religious toleration named for what Italian city, whose name is derived from Celtic words meaning “in the middle of the plain?”
ANSWER: Edict of Milan [or Edictum Mediolanense]
7. An early one of these was developed by George Stephenson, and known as the Rocket. One of these in Australia is known as the Ghan, while a later one called the shikansen was considered a breakthrough in the design of this. The ICE is a German one while the Acela has recently become popular in the USA. For ten points, name this unit of transportation which have used tenders and Pullman cars, and which now are typified by the TGV.
ANSWER: trains or locomotives
BONUS: Passenger train travel peaked in the USA during which war, though it declined sharply soon thereafter?
ANSWER: World War II
8. This action was necessary because the Treaty of San Ildefonso caused Pinckney’s treaty to no longer grant free use of a port. France’s loss of its colony in Haiti led indirectly to this event after Napoleon turned his focus elsewhere. After Robert Livingston and James Monroe were sent to France to obtain use of New Orleans, Napoleon made this offer. Costing about 3 cents an acre, this is, for 10 points, what 1803 acquisition of lands west of the Mississippi?
ANSWER: Louisiana Purchase [accept equivalents like “sale of Louisiana”]
BONUS: What other early Franco-American interaction saw three American agents get caught up in a bribery scandal with the French minister Talleyrand?
ANSWER: XYZ Affair

6. Was a taciturn New Englander who served between Harding and Hoover?
ANSWER: Calvin Coolidge
7. Delivered the “malaise speech” and presided over the Iranian hostage crisis?
ANSWER: James Earl “Jimmy” Carter, Jr.
8. Was famous for his dollar diplomacy and had earlier served as governor general of the Phillipines”?
ANSWER: William Howard Taft
Fourth Quarter
1. Prior to this event, an attempt to perform it resulted in Nedeljko Čabrinović failing to commit suicide by jumping into the Miljacka river. It took place on the (+) Latin Bridge, and the subject of this event is said to have either repeated his wife’s name, Sophia, or the phrase “it’s nothing” before (*) dying. Gavrilo Princip performed, for 10 points, what action which caused the death of an Austrian archduke and led to the start of World War One?
ANSWER: The assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand
2. The Lollards are seen as predecessors of this movement. In England, this was begun by the Act of Supremacy. The movement that was “counter” to this movement held the (+) Council of Trent, and leaders in this movement include Jan Hus, Ulrich Zwingli, and John (*) Calvin. Occurring after Wittenberg Cathedral displayed the 95 theses of Martin Luther, this is, for 10 points, what event which produced branches of Western Christianity distinct from Catholicism?
ANSWER: Protestant Reformation
3. This island was home to the birdman ritual cult that centered around capturing an egg from a nearby islet. Home to the indigenous (+) rongo rongo script, this island likely suffered a severe population crash shortly before it was discovered by Europeans. Now a part of Chile, this largely treeless island is famous for its (*) moai statues and was named for a holiday on which it was visisted. For ten points, name this South Pacific island most noted for its large stone heads.
ANSWER: Easter Island
4. An apocryphal story tells how Mittag Leffler had an affair with the wife of this man who never married, leading to his dislike of mathematics. This man tested an invention on the (+) Neva river later improved by gelignite and ballistite while improving on his father’s experiments with (*) nitroglycerin. For 10 points, name this Swedish chemist and inventor who names five prizes, including a “peace” one recently won by Barack Obama and the EU.
ANSWER: Alfred Bernhard Nobel
5. This god’s heart became the planet Venus when he threw himself into a funeral pyre after he was tricked into sleeping with his sister. His twin brother was the lightning deity (+) Xolotl. His rival exiled him on a raft of snakes. This rival of Tezcatlipoca used his blood and some bones from (*) Mictlan to create the fifth world. Hernan Cortes was mistaken for, for 10 points, what feathered serpent from Aztec myth?
ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl
6. This country was home to the UN Secretary General who mediated in the Cuban missile Crisis. This country, which was devastated by Cyclone Nargis, saw chindits fight towards its city of  (+) mandalay during World War II. One of its independence leaders had a daughter who has become active in this country’s politics, which have been dominated for many years by Than Shwe and more recently by Thein Sein. This country, home to the Saffron Revolution, has (*) released many political prisoners recently, leading to fewer sanctions. FTP, name this Southeast Asian country, home to Aung San Suu Kyi.
ANSWER: Burma or myanmar
7. This sport’s dominant performers over the years have included the Soviet Olga Korbut and Shannon Miller. Kerri  (+) Strug helped the Magnificent Seven triumph in this sport where Nadia Comeneci achieved fame in 1976 at the Olympics in Montreal by achieving a perfect score. Romanian coach (*) Bela Karolyi helped coach the US team in this sport where men compete at the Olympic level on more different apparatus types than women. For the point, name this sport features a rhythmic variant, which employs the vault and the rings. 
ANSWER: Gymnastics
8. This modern day country was the site of the ancient civilization of (pr. mair-OH-ay) Meroe, and its ethnic minority known as the Fur people has seen much (+) repression in recent decades. This country has contested the disputed border region of Abyei with its Southern neighbor with whom it had fought a long war. This country lost roughly a third of its (*) territory when that southern neighbor split off from this country a few years ago. FTP, name this country which has lost the title of largest African country to Algeria and was the site of the Battles of Omdurman and Khartoum.
ANSWER: Sudan
Tiebreaker Questions
1. Plutarch compares this man with Fabius Maximus in his Parallel Lives. This man succeeded Cimon after the latter’s ostracism. He built the (+) Long Walls of his city, and he died within those walls after witnessing his two sons, Paralus and Xanthippus, die of a plague of typhus named for this man. The (*) Delian League was turned into an empire by this man. For 10 points, name this Athenian leader and general between the Persian and Peloponnesian wars.
ANSWER: Pericles
