First Quarter
1. His birthday is Teachers’ Day in Taiwan. Born in 551 B.C., he was the minister of justice in Lu state and sought to make education universally available. His philosophy names five bonds of filial piety and is recorded in his Analects. For 10 points, name this Chinese philosopher.

2. Followers of this religion perpetrated the 1857 Mountain Meadows Massacre. Trey Parker and Matt Stone, the creators of South Park, created a musical about this religion that remains an expensive ticket in New York. Its founder was murdered in Carthage, Illinois, causing Brigham Young to spearhead a movement to Utah. For ten points, name this missionary branch of Christianity to which Mitt Romney adheres.

3. This artist depicted an Ottoman atrocity in his painting The Massacre at Chios. This artist depicted the July Revolution in a painting of a bare-breasted woman holding a musket and waving the tricolor to rally a band of armed rebels. For the point, name this French Romantic painter of Liberty Leading the People

4. This island was once proposed to be a site of deportation for Europe’s Jews by the Nazis. It was originally settled by settlers from what is now Indonesia who went thousands of miles westward. Home to declining lemur populations, for ten points, name this large island home to the Malagasy people off the coast of Africa, and namesake of an animated film.
Ans: Madagascar
5. This work is a companion to its author’s Discourses on Livy. It was written to instruct Lorenzo de’ Medici on how to gain and maintain power. Its most famous advice is that a leader is safer being more feared than loved. For 10 points, name this treatise by Niccolo Machiavelli.

6. This city was the site of a 6th century AD tsunami, despite it not being located on a seacoast, but rather, a lake. During the reformation, this city became a theocracy under the leadership of Calvin, and it was also the seat of the League of Nations. For ten points, name this largest city in French-speaking Switzerland.

7. This island was the home of the democracy and independence advocate Pasquale Paoli. It is located across the Strait of Bonifaccio from a larger island to its south, and its emblem shows a man wearing a headband. For ten points, name this Mediterranean island where Napoleon was born and where an independence movement is still active.

8. One character in this opera is the bullfighter Escamillo, who wins the title woman’s love. That woman is fatally stabbed by José outside a stadium and sings a famous aria about the volatility of love, the habanera. For 10 points, name this opera by Georges Bizet set in Spain about a gypsy.

9. This man made an eight-hour film made up of long takes of the Empire State Building. This designer of Velvet Underground’s eponymous album cover had such subjects as Marilyn Monroe and Campbell’s soup cans. For 10 points, name this American pop artist who coined the term “15 minutes of fame.”

10. He was assassinated by Nathuram Godse and worked as a lawyer in South Africa. In 1930, he led a march to protest a tax on salt, executing his principle of Satyagraha. Famous for sewing the cloths he wore, for 10 points, name this leader of India’s fight for independence.

In part due to his sponsorship of Alcuin of York, he presided over the Carolingian Renaissance and was crowned Holy Roman Emperor on Christmas Day by Pope Leo II in the year (*) 800. For ten points, name this man who led the Franks to prominence throughout much of Western Europe through a series of successful military campaigns.

2. This place is home to the Beefeaters who watch over ravens here, and it is home to the Crown Jewels of the United Kingdom. (+) Elizabeth I was once imprisoned here, and Anne Boleyn was beheaded here. What is this (*) castle located on the River Thames in its namesake city that, for ten points, was once used as a prison?

3.  This country’s first prime minister gave the “Tryst with Destiny” speech, and is the namesake of a type of jacket (+). This country is home to the political parties known as the BJP and the Congress Party, and took over Pondicherry from the French and Goa from the Portuguese (*) For ten points, name this country which has fought over the region of Kashmir with Pakistan.

4.  One person who helped organize this art form in Europe was Sergei Diaghilev while George Ballanchine was instrumental in its development in the USA. (+) Margot Fonteyn and Isidora Duncan were practitioners of this art, while a more recent master of this art, Mikhail (*) Barishnakov once guest starred on Sex and the City. For ten points, name this art form that you might see at Christmastime if you watch Clara and the Mouse King performing in The Nutcracker.

5.  This author was present at the D-Day invasion and claimed to have liberated the bar at the Paris Ritz from the Nazis (+). His time spent in Africa was an inspiration for his book The Snows of Kilimanjaro, while he described the Spanish Civil War in his book For Whom the Bell Tolls. For ten points, name this American author who also wrote about the aftermath of World War I in (*)A Farewell to Arms?

6.  One example of this phenomenon occurred at Eyjafjallajoekul and disrupted Transatlantic air travel for a number of weeks (+). Another example of this left the island of Montserrat largely uninhabitable, while an example of this disaster at Krakatoa (*) killed thousands of people in what today is Indonesia. For ten points, name this natural event that led to the so-called year without a summer when millions of tons of gases were released into the atmosphere.

Volcanoes or volcanic eruptions
7.  This place’s ruler was forced to sign the Bayonet Constitution, and a provisional government here was headed by Sanford Dole. It was once ruled by the House of (+) Kamehameha, and is home to the Iolani Palace, the only former royal residence in the USA. (*) For ten points, name this U.S. state that contains Pearl Harbor, a group of islands in the Pacific.

Hawaii (accept any part of Hawaii up until “Iolani”, accept “Honolulu” until “state”)
8.  One ruler from this family ordered thousands of Huguenots killed in the St. Bartholemew’s Day massacre. Another ruler from this family was the target of the (+) Pazzi Conspiracy, and was the grandson of a different ruler named (*) Cosimo. For ten points, name this family who included Catherine, a queen of France, and Lorenzo the Magnificent who held power in Florence at the height of the Renaissance.

Extra Question 1. This war saw Winfield Scott lead troops at the Battle of Lundy’s Lane, and the British burned down Washington D.C. during this war. Francis Scott Key wrote “The Star Spangled Banner” during it. What battle between the U.S. and Britain was fought in a namesake year?

ANSWER:

Extra Question 2. This king dissolved the monasteries in his country, and the Catholic Church excommunicated both this man and his associate Thomas Cranmer. The Act of Supremacy made this man the head of the Church of England. For ten points, name this fat English king who was the father of Elizabeth I.
ANSWER:
Henry VIII
Extra Question 3. This was the type of machine operated during a notable 1960 incident, and the United States military operates a type of these called the AC-130. During World War II, the U.S. used a type of these called B-52s. What is this type of machine that also includes the Boeing 737?

Extra Question 4. This item was used to purchase special bonds issued by Grover Cleveland, and David B. Hill supported its usage at the 1896 Democratic convention. Hill’s speech was followed by a speech by William Jennings Bryan titled for a “Cross” of this material. What commodity, along with silver, was the subject of bimetallism?
